GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

All students and their parents/guardians must be registered members of St. Joseph the Worker \‘ ‘ PP
parish. - ‘ ‘ o
All students and their parents/guardians must attend Mass at St. Joseph the Worker. ‘_’. ‘.. ...Q
Because parents/guardians are responsible for their own children, they must register their

children for classes. NOT GRANDPARENTS, AUNTS, UNCLES, ETC.

Requirements for the Sacraments of Reconciliation and First Communion:
1. All students must be Baptized and provide a copy of their Baptismal certificate.
2. Be atleast 7 years old. These sacraments take place in the second grade.

3. Attend the first and second grades consecutively in an approved religious education
program or the second grade in Catholic school.

If your child does not meet the above requirements, they will need to attend two classes each
week. The first class will be with children in their same grade. These classes are held on Sun-
days. The second class consists of all children who need extra religious education. This class
is held on Wednesday evenings.

If your child needs the Sacrament of Baptism, it is up to the parents to contact the main office at
801-255-8902 and fill out a Baptismal form. All Baptisms are handled by Father Carley.

Requirements for the Sacrament of Confirmation
1. All students must have completed the Sacraments of Baptism, Reconciliation, and First
Communion. Copies of their Baptismal Certificate and First Communion certificates are required.
2. All students must have attended the 6™ or 7" grades the previous year upon entering Confirmation in an
approved religious education program or Catholic school. This sacrament takes place in the 8" and 9"
Grades.
*NOTE: Our Confirmation classisatwo year program. All students must attend both yearsin
order to receive the Sacrament of Confirmation.

Regular attendance is expected of every student. More than two unexcused absences will result in
your child not advancing to the next grade or completing their sacrament. If your child must be ab-
sent due to illness, etc. please call the Office of Religious Education at 801-251-1236.

Appropriate behavior is expected of every student. If a M
student is continually disruptive, their parents will be S
called for a conference. If the behavior continues, the
child will be asked to leave the program.
